When:  Drop-off time: 8:30 am

Cost: $250 per 5-day session - includes lunch, all 
instruction and equipment, plus a special camp 
session of Tadpole Patrol aboard the Friends’ 
22’ pontoon boat, the OTTER II. 
 

Registration:  A completed registration form
